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Fifth:

Passing from one year to the next:

Comprehensive exam at the end of each academic year.

The trainee is evaluated every year to assess his performance, skills and knowledge.
Based on objective evaluation and clinical sufficiency examination, the trainee is given
a mark at the last trimester of each year and must get a passing score to advance to the
next year.

The evaluation includes:

1- Clinical evaluation throughout the year accounts for 30% of the final mark and
includes:

- Attendance and punctuality at work. A trainee who incurs an excessive
number of absences may be withdrawn from the program at the
discretion of the head of the division and the division members
according to the university attendance policy.

- Preparation & participation in different educational sessions, courses,
workshops, scientific and research activities.

- Communication skills, teamwork attitude, decision making skills and
medical discipline.

- Clinical skills and academic integrity (according to the required skills
and duties. as defined in educational plan for each trainee level).

- Compliance to documentation requirements.

- Compliance to quality policy, patient safety, infection control and
clinical policies.

2- Clinical and oral examinations account for 30% of the final mark and will be
distributed as follows: 20% for the clinical examination and 10% for the oral
examination.
1- Written comprehensive examination accounting for 40% of
the final mark.
2- The pass mark (total mark) is the sum of clinical evaluation,
clinical and oral examination, and written examination

Sixth:

The Certificate of Higher Specialization in Urology will be awarded after passing the
final-year examination (fifth year) successfully. In addition, trainee has to publish a
relevant manuscript in a scientific journal accredited by the University of Jordan.
Avrticles in press are considered sufficient to meet graduation requirements
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Seventh:

The trainee should attend a statistics course during his residency that will be held by the
school of Medicine and the faculty of graduate studies at The University of Jordan, and
this course is considered a prerequisite for graduation.

Eighth:

FIRST YEAR

General Surgery

Description Duration: 12 months

The candidate should attend and pass the courses in the first year of residency:
1- Basic and Advanced Life Support courses.

2-Emergency Patient Care (1) (1) hour twice weekly
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3-Evening round Case Review (1) hour /call for two calls/week

4-Bed Side Patient Care (1) (2) hours/round for (3) times/week
5-Introduction to Surgical Skills ~ —eemeeeee

6-Basic surgical principles Seminars One meeting per week

7-Surgical Cases Seminars One meeting (seminar hour)/week

SECOND YEAR

First Field:

Emergency Patient Care (Morning report Case Review)

Description:

The head of the division and division members meet the residents and students on call
the night before to discuss the emergency admissions. The resident oncall is expected to
present the case and put forward a differential diagnosis and a management plan. The
trainee is expected to explain his/her final diagnosis and rationalize his management
plan according to the international guidelines and recently published literature .
Duration :

(1) Hour twice weekly

Second Field:

Evening Clinical Round Case Review “Closing Rounds “

Description:

Students are required to report on the problematic cases in the ward, when on call, and
to discuss these cases with the residents & senior teaching staff member.

Trainees are expected to report on the admitted patients on the ward, prepare patients
for surgery the next day, and follow-up postoperative patients.

Duration:

(1) Hour/twice weekly.

Third Field:

Bed Side Patient Care (1) “Ward Rounds”

Description:

The student makes round on the patients assigned to him/her. During the round, the
teaching staff member who is caring for the patient discusses the patient history,
physical examination, general assessment, diagnosis and management plan. The
students are expected to review relevant guidelines and literature before the rounds.
Duration:

(2) Hours/round, (3) times/week.
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Third Year:

Emergency Patient Care (Morning Report Case Review) (2)
Description:
- Same as the second year with more advanced participation in decision making
and treatment plan.
- Participating in minor surgery and assisting in major surgery.
- Doing Extra Corporeal Shock Wave Lithotripsy (ESWL) and urodynamic study
Duration: 12 months

Fourth Year:

Emergency Patient Care (Morning Report Case Review) (3)
Description:

- Acting as a subsenior in the team.

- Actual participation in decision-making and treatment of patient.

- Working as a supervised surgeon.

- Participating in different committees and presenting the Department of Urology.
Duration: 12 months

Fifth Year:

Emergency Patient Care (Morning Report Case Review) (4)
Description:

- Trainees at the fifth year are expected to have more responsibilities in
supervising the young residents and participating in patient care and treatment
planning.

- Active participation in clinical research. The trainee is expected to have at least
one peer-reviewed publication or at least one manuscript in press by the end of
this year.

- Presenting seminars/talks at national or international conferences and meetings.

- Working as a supervised surgeon in major surgeries .

Duration: 12 months
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
